e A background check is required before observing any early childhood program and/or school. Students may not enter any school or ECE program
until the Coordinator of Education and Early Childhood Education has a Background Check on file.

. Must research the Teacher Education Program Entrance Requirements for the college or university where he/she plans to obtain his/her Bachelor
of Science Degree for any additional requirements.

The Coordinator of Education and Early Childhood Education will provide information on when and where the lllinois Teacher Licensure exams are
given.
