01. APPLY FOR ADMISSIONS

02. PROVIDE PROOF OF RESIDENCY
You can email a picture of your driver’s license, voter ID, utility 
bill, etc. (showing your name and address) issued at least 30 days 
before classes start, to admissions@sic.edu. Alternatively, if you 
graduated from a local high school within the past 3 years, your 
final transcript can serve as proof.

03. REQUEST YOUR TRANSCRIPTS OR GED SCORE SHEET
Contact your high school or GED testing administrator.

04. COMPLETE YOUR ACT OR SAT
Schedule your placement test (recommended before August) 
at sic.edu/testing or testing@sic.edu. Already tested? Email 
admissions@sic.edu.

05. REGISTER FOR CLASSES
Email advising@sic.edu to get started!

06. APPLY FOR FINANCIAL AID
sic.edu/financial-aid

07. OBTAIN YOUR FREE STUDENT ID CARD
Visit the Learning Commons in the Jonah L. Rice Learning Center 
and bring your schedule with you.

08. SET UP YOUR ACCOUNTS
Activate your Falcon Portal at sic.edu/setup one business day 
after registering to access your student email (Falcon Mail), student 
services (mySIC), and online classes (Canvas). Sign up for TxtSIC 
for campus updates, closures, and class cancellations.

09. GET YOUR PARKING PERMIT
Parking permits are $10. They can be purchased in the bookstore 
or business office and expire in the summer.

10. BORROW YOUR FREE TEXTBOOKS
Visit the SIC Bookstore in the Harry L. Crisp Student Center and 
bring your schedule with you.
